PARK Baseball/Softball Policies
1. Team selection by age Division
[bookmark: _GoBack]-A Team is selected by players of an age group for that division. This is the division you shall register your player in during the registration process based on their age and birthdate. In the event PARK has enough players for two teams in the same age division, a selection process will be chosen by the Director. Either by committee or by a draft. The committee will be comprised of the following:  PARK President, Baseball Director and Softball Director. A player evaluation will be to the discretion of the committee.  If in the event a draft is used, see “rules of the draft”.
  
2.  Call ups and Request to “move up” a Division
-A call up will be utilized by the committee to fill open spots on an upper division team. This player may except or deny “the call”.  A request must be made to the director of either baseball or softball if you wish your player to move up a division.  The decision to approve or deny request will be made by the committee comprised of the following:  PARK President, Baseball Director and Softball Director.  No refund will be given if the request is denied.  It is not in the best interest of the league and its players to over load one team and not have enough players on another team to accommodate personal preference. 
	*special consideration will be given to a player requesting to “move up” should they have an older sibling in the next higher division.  No player, under any circumstances will be allowed to move up 2 divisions.  
       	3.   Manager Selection
-Team Managers will be selected for both softball and baseball by a committee comprised of the following:  PARK President, Baseball Director, and Softball Director.
*In the event of a “drafted” division, each Manager will be able to select one assistant coach if they choose.  This eliminates the assistant coach’s child from the draft and will automatically be on the team.  
 4.   Team Parent Selection
-Team Parents will be selected for both softball and baseball by a committee comprised of the following:  PARK President, Baseball Director, and Softball Director.
       	



	 5.   Refund Policy
-A full refund will be issued before the close of registration, (date listed online for each specific division)
-a partial refund will be issued after any uniforms for the season have been ordered
-no refund will be given after any uniforms for the season have been ordered, and any league dues have been paid to leagues participated in (GALS, PCRD, Etc), or any governing body such as USA Softball.  No refund will be given if request to “move up” a division is denied.
6.   Volunteering
-All parents of PARK Baseball and Softball participants are required to volunteer when needed, unless an agreed upon opt-out fee was offered and paid. Volunteer duties may include: Manager, Assistant Coach, Field Prep, Concessions, Scorekeeper and team parent.  Under no circumstances is a Manager or Assistant coach to prep the field before a game.  Those positions already require the most volunteer hours.  The Manager or Assistant coach has the right to delay the start of the game should the field not be prepped. 
7.  Practice Scheduling
-All practice schedules will be finalized by the Baseball Director and Softball Director.  Requests for specific Days and times may be made and the best effort will be made to ensure that practice days and times work for everyone.  In the even that a field is not scheduled for practice on a give day or time it may be utilized on a first come first served basis.  
8.  Background checks/Safesport and ACE Certification (Softball Only)
8U:  Any 8U Manager must be registered at registerUSAsoftball.com before being allowed to manage a team.  Fee is to be paid by the manger and then will be reimbursed by PARK.
10U/12U/14U/16/U:  Any Manager or assistant coach must be registered at registerUSAsoftball.com.  Any Manager or assistant coach must complete a Safesport course.  Any Manager (Not Assistant Coaches) must compete an ACE certification before.  All above actions must be competed before practices can begin.  All fees are to be paid by the coach, and they will be reimbursed by PARK.  PARK will pay for (1) manager and (1) assistant coach.  A second assistant coach will be considered and reimbursed by PARK if deemed necessary.
